The season continues on Saturday, October 17, 7:30 pm at First Presbyterian Church. The RSO Presents a Chamber concert with a 
twist. Enjoy pianist Fumi Nishikiori-Nakayama playing Polonaise No. 6 in A Major, “Heroique” by Polish composer Frédéric Chopin. 
The multi-talented The Spring City Winds will perform Trois Pieces Breves by Jacques Ibert; Gavotte with Six Doubles by Jean-
Philippe Rameau and joining them for the Sextet by Francis Poulenc will be Fumi Nishikiori-Nakayama. 
 
The Racine Chamber Jazz Sextet will present a program called "Too Marvelous for Words: A Centennial Tribute to the King of Swing, 
Benny Goodman, and America's Favorite Wordsmith, Johnny Mercer.”  Enjoy a generous sampling of the magic that Mercer created 
for soloists from Louis Armstrong and Bing Crosby to Frank Sinatra and Barry Manilow.  Area musicians as well as world-renowned 
clarinetist, Mort Weiss, will join the group, co-led by Carthage English professor and pianist Sam Chell, along with Racine educator 
and guitarist Al Clausen.  Supporting musicians will include (but not be restricted to) vocalist Donna Lee Reardon and tenor 
saxophonist Barry Woods, trumpeter Tom Meredith, bassist Mike Gudbaur, and drummer Tom Sorenson.
